This reconstruction
will address aging pavement, complete utlllty work, address access needs for people

walking, improve intersection operations, and address access along the corridor. Project
improvements will be developed with anticipated future city development to the east of
Hwy 29 in consideration.

» Additionally, a mill and overlay will be completed on Hwy 29 between [-94 and 18th

Avenue.
